Downstairs we have the Adult Fellowship Class, the Friendship Class, 
the George Elder Class, and the Search and Reflect Class.  Do you know that it is VERY DIFFICULT for some people to 
walk into an adult Sunday School Class for the first time?  Please think about the members of our church that are NOT in 
your class, and invite them to go to Sunday School with you.  You can meet them at a designated place and walk in with 
them.  Sunday School class members have sometimes been together for a long time, and they are very close to each other.  
This is wonderful, but it can make visitors feel left out.  Remember to make your visitors feel welcome by including them in 
your conversations.   You cannot have too many friends! 
 

We have 2 new classes for adults – Single Again and a Young Members Class for people over 18 to about 30 years of age.  
The Single Again Class meets upstairs across from the Upper Room Class.  The Single Again Class began with the Divorce 
Care program, and they enjoyed the company so much, they made a new Sunday School class!  They welcome new members 
in their class.  Sometimes it is painful to attend Sunday School without your former spouse.  This class is for you if you are 
separated, divorced, or widowed.  Please think about coworkers and family members in these situations and invite them to 
attend this class.  We have gotten new church members because of the birth of the Single Again Class.  It has been a wonder-
ful outreaching ministry for our church.  Who do you know that could benefit from this class? 
 

Parents of college students, please remind your child of the Young Members Class when they come home for the summer.   
Our youth group is so active.  They enjoy being together on the mission trip as well as other youth trips and activities.  Then 
they stop coming to Sunday School when they go to college.  This is a great opportunity for them to reconnect with their 
friends from high school and get back to church when they are home.  The class is led by Tim Kennedy and Rebecca Kidd.
