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Will You Grow? 
 

 November is here and that means it’s time to focus on steward-
ship.  This year, our theme is “Will You Grow?”  Throughout this 
month, we are going to look at growth.  We will be exploring both our 
general commitment to grow as followers of Jesus Christ and our spe-
cific commitment to grow in terms of financial stewardship.   Over the 
first three Sundays of November, we will take a good look at the fol-
lowing topics: 
 

November 7        “Will You Grow…in Grace?” 
 

November 14      “Will You Grow…in Generosity?” 
 

November 21      “Will you Grow…in Gratitude?” 
 

Sunday, November 21, will serve as our commitment Sunday as we 
join together in making commitments to give to God and the ministries 
of Archdale UMC during the year of 2012.   
 

 Consistent with our theme, we are inviting everyone to do three 
things.  First, pray about your giving for the year of 2012.  Second, de-
termine the percentage of your income that you are currently giving.   
Finally, make a commitment to “grow” in your giving by increasing 
the percentage of your current level of giving by at least one percent 
(For example, if your current level of giving totals 3% of your income, 
then increase that level to at least 4% for 2012).    
 

 God’s standard for giving is called the tithe (which is 10% our 
financial resources).  For many, 10% represents an intimidating figure.  
Yet, by consciously choosing to “grow” in our giving from year to year, 
tithing can become a reality.  As we grow in that goal, we will experi-
ence both God’s provision and God’s blessings.   
 

 I look forward to seeing you throughout the month of November 
as, together, we grow in our relationship with Jesus Christ and our de-
votion to Him and His Church.

     In 2005, a female humpback whale became entangled in a web of crab traps and lines just east of the Farallon 
Islands, off of the San Francisco coast.  Hundreds of yards of line rope were wrapped around her body, tail, torso 
and mouth, weighing her down so much that she struggled to stay afloat. 
     A fisherman spotted the whale and radioed for help.  Rescuers determined that the only way to save the crea-
ture was to dive in and untangle her.  This was dangerous, as one slap of the tail could be deadly. 
     Rescuers worked for hours with curved knives and eventually freed the whale.  What she did next surprised 
the divers:  She swam in what seemed like joyous circles, coming back to each person, one at a time, nudging 
them gently, in what rescuers assumed was a beautiful gesture of thanks. 
     May you and those you love be surrounded by people who help you get untangled from whatever is binding you 
and may you always know the joy of giving and receiving gratitude. 
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     I confess that I am a terrible salesman; however when I was working in the 
pumpkin patch the last 2 years I have taken a proactive approach.  When peo-
ple ask how much their pumpkin will be, I show them the models and tell them 
the Native Americans that grew the pumpkins get their share first, and what is 
left over goes to help the poor in our community (COAT) and to our youth mis-
sion trip.  Not one person complained this year.  In fact, some even told me to 
keep the change! 
     It seems fitting that November brings Thanksgiving as well as our stewardship campaign.  When we 
consider our giving to the church, it should be out of thankfulness to God for all of our blessings.  We give 
with a cheerful heart, knowing that God has blessed us, and we can give to further God’s kingdom on 
earth.  There are a lot of people, however, that think the church talks about giving too much.   This month, 
I will take a proactive approach and talk about what your money does for your church. 
     If you live in a house, you know that things break all the time.  The same is true for the church – the 
heat or the air does not work properly, the carpet gets worn, the paint starts peeling.  Some money goes 
to the upkeep  and expense of the building .  We also have to pay salaries  for our employees.  We pay 
ministers and custodians, our secretary and musicians, our youth leader and treasurer – all these people 
have to be paid.  We need supplies  for the church – Sunday School books, Vacation Bible School materi-
als, candles, postage, paper and office supplies, cleaning materials, and other worship supplies.  Like 
your house, the church pays utilities , such as electricity, water, telephone, and natural gas.  All of these 
things have to be paid for the church to function. 
     Archdale United Methodist Church uses some of your money to support Camp Mount Shepherd , a 
wonderful Methodist Camp just a few miles away from us, where I spent some wonderful weekends as a 
youth and my daughter has spent great weeks there at summer camp.  We are privileged to help COAT, 
Meals on Wheels,  the Open Door Shelter in High Point, the High Point  Regional Hospital Chap-
laincy, and the High Point Jail Ministry.   These offerings allow us to be the support for the hands and 
feet of Christ in our community.  All together, about 90 cents out of every dollar you give stays at the local 
level. 
     As a United Methodist, we are connected to other Methodists all across the world.  The other 10 cents 
from every dollar is spent all over the world, wherever we see a need.  With the United Methodist Com-
mittee on Relief (UMCOR), we are there whenever disasters strike, giving aid and comfort to those in 
need.  Through our church’s giving, we help support Christians in Africa  and throughout the world.  The 
United Methodist Church builds colleges and hospitals , to educate and heal in the United States and the 
world.  We build and maintain retirement and nursing facilities , like Arbor Acres in Winston Salem.  We 
help care for the mentally  handicapped  and give student scholarships  to colleges and universities.  
Whenever you give to OUR church, the money keeps flowing across the US and the world. 
     In our lives, we get lots of appeals for money.  It is very difficult to tell what is legitimate and what is 
not, but you can rest assured that the money you give to our church will continue to grow and spread 
across our community and world.  In doing research for this article, I found Billy Graham’s  answer to 
stewardship.  He said, “Would it surprise you to learn that I don't think people should be "talked into" giv-
ing money to God's work either? The Bible says we should give because we want to, and "not reluctantly 
or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver" (2 Corinthians 9:7).  In our own ministry, we have al-
ways tried to make people aware of the opportunities we have before us, and encourage them to support 
us if God leads them to do so.” (www.billygraham.org) 
     In this article I tried to answer the questions, “Why does the church need 
money?” and “What does the church do with my money?”   I hope you have 
been enlightened, and I hope you are excited about the opportunities you have 
to help our church’s mission, “Go make of all disciples of Jesus Christ.”   Is-
n’t writing a check an easy way to help accomplish this important mission?
