                One story about Jesus really reminds me about how grateful I should be during 

Thanksgiving.  Luke 17:11-19 reads, "On the way to Jerusalem Jesus was going 

through the region between Samaria and Galilee.  As he entered a village, ten lepers 

approached him.  Keeping their distance, they called out, saying, 'Jesus, Master, have 

mercy on us!'  When he saw them, he said to them, 'Go and show yourselves to the 

priests.'  And as they went, they were made clean.  Then one of them, when he saw 

that he was healed, turned back, praising God with a loud voice.  He fell on his face at 

Jesus' feet and thanked him.  And he was a Samaritan.  The Jesus asked, 'Were not 

ten made clean?  But the other nine, where are they?  Was none of them found to  

return and give praise to God except this outsider?'  Then Jesus said to him, 'Get up 

and go on your way; your faith has made you well.'" 

 What a powerful story about showing gratitude to God.  Here was a Samaritan, a 

foreigner and an outcast to the Jews, coming back to say thank you to Jesus.  He was 

 sincerely showing appreciation to Jesus for making him whole. 

 Maybe we have suffered the loss of someone special or have experienced other 

tragedies.  Maybe life hasn't worked out exactly like we would have hoped.  But one thing 

is certain, God has always been by our side and has never deserted us or given up on us.  

We have no guarantee that life will always be easy, just that God will see us through it and 

bring healing.  During Thanksgiving and Christmas, there is so much for which we can be 

grateful.  May we be thankful for what we have and covenant with God that we will share 

our abundance with our family, our church family at Archdale United Methodist Church, 

and especially to others in our community.
