We are waiting for the bricks to be laid (they are 
here) and one section of the fence to get here and be installed.  It will be a beautiful place for our 
church members and friends.  It will keep a history of our church with the memorial book that 
will be kept in the church office with a page for everyone in the columbarium, on a brick, or on 
the memorial wall.   
 
The memorial wall is specifically for people in our church that have passed on and are  
buried elsewhere.  We can remember them by having their names engraved on the wall, and a 
page will be added for them in the memorial book.  Every columbarium I have visited has a place 
to honor these church members. I ordered ours in the spring, and hopefully it will be here soon.

The names will be engraved on the granite wall when it gets here, and more names can be 
added at any time until we run out of room.  This is a beautiful way to remember our church 
members that have moved their membership to the church triumphant. The cost is $150.  $75 
goes to the engraver and $75 goes to pay for the wall.  
 
Please help by calling or notifying the families of people you remember that should be included 
on the wall.  Many families have moved away, and they will not know about this unless we tell 
them.  Names can be single names, Mr. and Mrs., or both first names (George and Beulah Darr). 
The wall is 3 feet by 5 feet, so it will hold about 40 – 50 names.   
 
If you want to be in on the first names on the wall, make out your check to AUMC and put 
for the memorial wall.  Then either use a form or just print the name on a piece of paper exactly 
how you want it to appear on the wall, and turn that in with your check.  It can be mailed in to the 
church (PO Box 4096, Archdale 27263), brought by the office, or just put it in the offering plate.  
Remember to designate for the memorial wall on the check.
